2. Address All Assessment Criteria
Explicitly cover the five principles in your application:

Prepare to report on the use of funds and the impact of your activities. Annual reporting to the Synod Standing Committee is required.

8. Follow the Timeline
Submit your application by the deadline (28 February 2026).
Ensure all sections are complete before lodging with Presbytery for initial assessment.
